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MORE REALISM, LESS HYPOCRISY:
COOPERATION BY ACTION,
NOT POSTURING BY WORDS

A new date, February 24, 2022, has appeared in the calendar of the history of modern
international relations, finally separating the old, ineffective and unusable system of overcoming
modern security challenges from the system that is emerging now and is as new as it is unexplored,
including in terms of usefulness and effectiveness.

A range of theoretical schools, from statist-normativist to realist, compete to discuss the new
system. While the first one considers the already well-known ideological thesis for defining
the new system — "democracy vs. authoritarianism," the second one refers to a de-ideologized
balance of power as its basis (taking into account the necessary minimum of geopolitical
"cohabitation").

Regardless of the content or intensity of the theoretical-ideological "clash," the ongoing war in
Ukraine has left no way for the Transatlantic Alliance to retreat in terms of critically rethinking its
means of border revisionism in Europe. Moreover, the war was itself a strong reminder to Europe
itself that any flirting with the idea of "strategic autonomy" at this stage is more of a pretentious
ambition than a realistic vision, and that the United States still plays the role of guarantor (host)
for "Old Europe". However, it is no less important that after the collapse of the USSR, for three
decades now, the states neighboring now the Russian Federation (including Georgia), hovering in
geopolitical uncertainty, have been waiting for a timely clear position from the West for ending
this geopolitical "semi-pregnancy"”. The war in Ukraine finally exhausted the practical content of
half-hearted, conventional approaches studded only with glossy declarations, and clearly
demonstrated the uselessness of such approaches.

The schemes called in recent decades "rapprochement guides" or "roadmaps to integration"
for geopolitically vulnerable geographies have become the narcissism of the modern era.
The time has come for such cooperation in deeds, not in words, in which the division into seniors
and juniors is replaced by a reconciliation of interests, and a genuine partnership is based
on a correct and timely understanding of common challenges. And someone’s pathetic
"uniqueness" or "exclusivity" will be replaced by convergence of pragmatic interests, rational

thinking and action.
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The fact is that in the process of modeling the future of national security, the perceptions existing
up to now have moved from the boringly standard to the format of the uselessly standardized.
As a result, the world has begun to move toward new, experimental versions of security solutions,
the contours of which are only vaguely outlined at this point. It should also be noted that in order
to achieve the necessary efficiency and effectiveness, it is not enough to pursue this process only
through the prism of "the struggle of democracy against authoritarianism". To achieve tangible
results, it is equally a priority to thoroughly dismantle existing multilateral international
mechanisms and replace them with new ones, or to radically reorganize them and transform them
into institutions with real power — not just moral authority. Equally important is the establishment
of a new economic way of thinking about security broadly, aimed at addressing inequalities or
imbalances, and the need to reshape current ceremonial-protocol forms of governance into
meaningful modern service providers.

Military conflict is not new to humanity. But systems-forming military conflicts that lead to a new
balance of power and a system of relations (whether based on "order" or "disorder") on a global
scale are of particular significance. The war that began in Ukraine on February 24 last year belongs
exactly to the category of systems-forming conflicts. Accordingly, it has a direct impact on both
the regional and our nation-state development. The correct perception and analysis of the results
of the war related to such development requires an adequate rethinking of our own expectations,
building them on the real possibilities and available resources. In this article we will talk about
some necessary circumstances or facts to better reason about the issue.

Choosing or not choosing one side: the possibility of the impossible?

The created disorder and uncertainty in the global balance of power begs one such very pressing
question: How appropriate is it to continue to be guided by the so-called binary principle of dividing into
two — black and white — in international relations? To what extent should expediency be overshadowed
by considerations of, say, "morality” or "ethics"? Wouldn’t any opposition to the expedient approach be
a kind of narcissism, self-deception, a futile and fruitless attempt to achieve a particular result for the country?
This is an issue on which a full and objective discussion is only possible through an unbiased observation of
the big, global picture, through a depoliticized and deideologized analysis of processes and trends.

One visible trend in the context of current conflict is the refusal of a certain group of countries to
choose sides. This kind of "multialliance," adjusting to the balance of power in the newly emerging order,
gives medium-sized and small countries the opportunity to maintain relations with the global poles (and in
some cases, to actively cooperate). The reason for this is essentially that they do not have to make the kind
of choices that are known as standing on the side of one particular confronting side to the detriment of the
interests of the other confronting side. In a given order/disorder, such "hedging" in the external vector serves
to manage risks and minimize threats in the short and medium term. It is clear that the desire alone is not
enough to follow the line of non-choice by geopolitical hedging: it requires proper integrity, political skills,
appropriate qualities and competence of the members of the leadership team.

It is worth noting that the major players are also ambivalent about the new international political
formation. For example, the latest version of the U.S. National Security Strategy speaks not only about
cooperation with strategic allies and partners. It is indicative that the U.S. foreign doctrine, contrary to the
long-standing dogma of "democracy-autocracy,” has shifted toward a more open, relatively inclusive
approach. And there is a rational explanation for this: in the struggle with Russia and especially with China
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over the distribution of influence in the world, it has become difficult to secure alliances (only!)
with ideological clichés. Thus, the time-driven pragmatism in the foreign arena also determined the rationality
of Washington’s approach. This manifests itself in ad hoc alliances or partnerships with historically, culturally
and ideologically different (and sometimes sharply different) countries to solve problems. As a result, to
strengthen its position in the new world, a global actor today needs to structure relations in a new way and
invest in them properly. We would also add that this new foreign doctrine is clearly trying to look at the
processes in a post-one-polar world through the lenses of realism. Moreover, for the sake of practical utility,
the United States, as a participant in the new global system, uses very specific methods to pursue its interests,
such as: A realignment from stated ideological straightforwardness to the creation of a more "nuanced"
policy; Not engaging in an endless competition of "gift-giving" with other global players to win the favor
of particular nations; Supporting the interests of other nations, securing them and considering them only
on a reciprocal basis.

Of course, the so-called "multi-alliance" — the avoidance of taking any side, depending on the specifics
of each country — is also a specifically realized choice. A good example of this is Israel, which simultaneously
with its strategic alliance with the United States works closely with its main rival, China, in the economic
sphere, and also has tactical cooperation with Russia on security issues in the Middle East.

It is also natural that the attitude of a global or any other major player to a medium or small country
primarily serves the interests of the former. This tendency has become even more evident in recent times,
with the major countries as if trying to avoid the intrusive role of "geopolitical babysitter,” acting with
pragmatic agreement on goals and without automatic expressions of solidarity. Examples of this unity
of interest include such situational-tactical platforms as the Quad, the Abrahams Accord, and 12U2.

Despite a number of drawbacks, this approach can lead to a more self-sufficient system of relations:
its participants realistically assess each other’s expectations and clearly and acceptably define specific policy
priorities. This approach is also perhaps the most effective response to pointless posturing and the waste
of resources in international relations.

Spheres of influence: an immutable given?

In terms of the ongoing war in Ukraine, Europe is faced with a choice between the 1975 Helsinki Act
and New Yalta. There is not much to choose from, although the complexity of the process was openly
discussed at the Munich Security Conference in February 2022. And February 24 of the same year showed
that the containment measures of the West, in particular of the United States, were not enough to prevent
a reoccurrence of "Yalta" in Europe.

Along with pointing out the ineffectiveness of Western security policy with regard to the post-Soviet
space, it is now openly discussed to what extent has the West’s stereotypical approach caused the
vulnerability of Georgia, Ukraine, and Moldova. The question also has arisen, to what extent have Western
partners delayed in finding effective alternatives to existing approaches to security and implementing them
in a timely manner. Is it possible to restructure global relations in such a way that the phenomenon of spheres
of influence becomes a thing of the past?

In our view, spheres of influence have been, are and will be a concomitant phenomenon of international
politics for the foreseeable future. Some of the existing spheres will remain, some will be modified, and some
may be completely replaced. One of the most important determinants of the end of the war in Ukraine will
be the definition of spheres of influence, this time already in the area along the borders of the Russian
Federation. In academic circles, there is more talk about this today; Politicians and government officials
directly involved in the process are making much more cautious predictions.

It should also be noted that a sphere of influence is a place or location within which one major actor
consolidates its advantage, both through geographic proximity and through an overt demonstration of power.
The establishment of such an advantage is facilitated by the fear or reluctance of the other major actor
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or actors to accept the challenge and intervene. This reluctance is often motivated by the high risks or costs
associated with interference.

Speaking about the fate of countries that found themselves in a peculiar geopolitical vacuum after the
collapse of the USSR, we also think it necessary to point out some circumstances, which may be unpleasant
to hear about, regarding the redistribution of spheres of influence. Thus, we will try to explain, at least
partially, the geopolitical vacuum resulting from the lack of courageous action and certain stereotypes on the
part of the West regarding the post-Soviet space. We can say that the result of the same stereotypes is the
"comfort zone" in which the Western world voluntarily exists for several decades after the formal collapse of
the USSR.

It is also telling that since the end of the Cold War, many statements by the United States and
the collective West about the unacceptability of spheres of influence are examples of the pointless narcissism
we have already discussed. Moreover, according to individual sources, what some today call Russia’s
"backyard" (and hence sphere of influence), along with Russian expansionist policies, was also driven
by Western tolerance (and, in some episodes, direct concessions). It should also be noted that after
the collapse of the Soviet Union, one of the Western narratives was to recognize the Russian Federation
as the sole legal successor to the Soviet Union. This would not have been a problem were it not for the fact
that this same recognition was accompanied by a so-called element of "conditional sovereignty"
of neighboring countries, which, again, implied Russia’s dominant role over these countries.

It is a fact that, given the realities of the current stage, only statements or half-measures — to maintain
in one form or another the comfort zone mentioned — will not fit the time and the current processes. Thus,
a result-oriented, practical policy that fits current requirements and reality is inevitable. Any other approach
would be like repeating well-known "what if" reasons from the past.

One more thing: the structuring of the modern security system does not a priori require a special formal
declaration by one major actor of its influence in one or another sphere and a formal renunciatiob of influence
by another actor. For example, one political consequence of the war in Ukraine may be that the country
remains outside the U.S. declared sphere of influence, which does not preclude the continuity of assistance
in military and security capacity building. This approach of delegating primary responsibility for one’s own
defense will serve as an equally effective counterweight to weakening or even nullifying the sphere
of influence of an unfriendly country. As a variety of so-called experimental systems of security, this option
is also worth evaluating in order to raise the bar for our country’s national security.

And since we are talking about defining or revising spheres of influence, including in terms
of a possible renewal of geopolitical boundaries in Eastern Europe, it is equally relevant to ask what might
lead to the decision to change/revise the status quo. Especially when we agree that the best way to achieve
real results in today’s environment is not through useless ideological clichés, but by finding a pragmatic
intersection of interests. In this regard, one of the key factors will be the correct identification of existing or
potential threats, as well as the possession of auxiliary means of their management (balancing). We would
like to say a few words on this as well.

Balancing the threat

Undoubtedly, alliances as well as other kinds of ally and partnership relationships are in many ways
a response to existing and future threats. It is also clear that the threat to a small country can come mainly
from an aggressive neighbor. Therefore, the desire of a small country to find a support, a partner, a reliable
guarantor of its national security is understandable. It should also be noted that balancing (and in some cases
roughly eradicating) a threat — real or imagined — is not only the concern of a small country. This task applies
equally to a large country — especially when an event or process may be seen by it as contrary to its own
security interests. A frequently cited example to illustrate this is the well-known wave of NATO expansion
in Eastern Europe, which the Russian Federation saw as an alleged violation of an agreement reached
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with the West (even today mutually exclusive assessments around such an "agreement™ do not cease) and
as an act of encroachment on the Russian sphere of influence (it should be noted that although a minority,
some Western scholars consider this assessment not unreasonable).

In the context of the war in Ukraine, the decision by Sweden and Finland to change the status quo and
apply for membership in the North Atlantic Alliance, which amounts to a reassessment of the emerging
threats and an attempt to balance them, is also telling. Linked to the same geopolitical and military opinion
is Israel’s line of regional policy in the Middle East, based on the Abrahamic Accord, as well as several
situational-tactical alliances in the Indian and Pacific Ocean basins (AUKUS, Quad). These and other
examples of threat assessment and management measures in specific geographic regions serve to unify
the following objectives: balancing threats based on the nature of spheres of influence, managing the security
environment, and preventing further military escalation.

The collective Western involvement in the Russia-Ukraine war, in the form and scale that we see today,
is widely believed to fall into the same category. In particular, according to a certain Western political-
academic line, Western support for Kyiv serves to counterbalance future threats that might emerge as a result
of an undesirable war scenario in Ukraine or the spillover of hostilities outside of Ukraine (and hence
the expansion of Russia’s sphere of influence). The cost of mitigating and containing additional threats, both
direct and indirect, arising in the event of such a development would be much higher. Thus, existing threats
vs. future threats and current costs vs. future costs already require rational optimization and management
by introducing appropriate forms.

We think that official Thilisi should take all of this into consideration in order to communicate with its
partners on national security issues in a meaningful and timely manner.

A return to political economy?

To win the geopolitical favor of "third countries," some global players have established a new approach
to rewarding them with preferential economic gestures or by other similar means. It should be noted that
"third countries" are no less successful and flexible in taking advantage of this. Thus, to the newly exalted
"realism" is now added a geopolitical handwriting, dictated by an undisguised material interest. Practically,
the international system has moved from latent transactionalism to an open phase of mutual exchange. This
trend seems to have become irreversible and may become a kind of norm in the medium term, if it is not
already. It also poses the following question to be discussed next in this article.

In this sense, the attempt to establish the so-called Global South as a quasi-autonomous pole
in the emerging system (lack of system) of global relations is indicative. We have already discussed this issue
in previous articles, but now we will highlight one characteristic feature of this quasi-autonomy — a concrete
and understandable economic benefit as a measure of expediency of foreign policy actions.

Reflecting this new trend is the fact that though 141 of the 193 countries in the UN format have
condemned Russian aggression in Ukraine, but only 33 of them have joined the sanctions against Moscow.
To illustrate this even better: roughly the same number of countries supply Ukraine with lethal weapons,
while the rest of the world, home to two-thirds of the world’s population, refrains from military assistance
in one form or another. Stating these numbers is not an attempt to measure the reality with an arithmetic
parameter. By no means. These numbers are merely a call to face reality from the perspective
of us as a small country.

In the existing situation, even those countries whose responsibilities in the global order are much higher
than those of small countries and even of regional leaders do not avoid advantageous moves. They do not
consider it unworthy of themselves even when the domestic political system itself or the foreign alliance
should not give them any kind of moral right to do so. A good illustration of this is modern India, which has
openly justified its geopolitical line with mercantile economic benefits (India’s "Balancing Act") which has
manifested itself in at least a threefold increase in the purchase of significantly discounted Russian oil.
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All of the above shows that current processes cannot be limited to a "struggle between democracy and
as it leads only to the narrowness of such explanatory analysis, shortsighted foresight, and

autocracy,'
consequent errors in policymaking. It is a fact that the modern stage offers us a policy of so-called "non-waste
interests," and this reality should be accepted sensibly and calmly. The Georgian approach needs
the appropriate capacity to adapt to achieve the task at hand — greater national security, greater economic
prosperity.

The refusal to contrast black and white in politics...

The ideological contrasts that have characterized Western politics for many decades have, if not
disappeared, then undergone a serious reassessment. Judging by the signs that have shown up today, one can
assume that the approach of moving from "extreme to extreme" has been stress-tested, facilitated by several
unsuccessful military campaigns and the claws of the post-Covid economy. And balancing the right choice
between an active role in the external arena and domestic needs became the inevitable dilemma.

The search for the right golden mean is hotly debated in Western sources; there are many opinions or
recommendations; there are criticisms, sometimes accompanied by radical appeals. But the task of
maintaining domestic economic and social stability and development so that it does not lack the necessary
resources for its weighty positioning in the system of external relations remains the axis of the problem. In
light of the problems accumulated at this stage, this equation (or balance) is not easy to solve. As an example,
we again cite the U.S. national security strategy, which, inter alia, does not exclude situational or tactical
cooperation with other countries, or even President Macron’s statement on the advisability of a "balanced
partnership" of France in Africa.

In short, the declared revision of the political line leads to the necessary understanding by the West that
(1) other countries may have their own interests and (2) they may not always coincide with the interests of
the West. We have already mentioned this rule of exceptions on the example of several individual countries,
which does not mean that these countries are revisionists or that they have begun to sabotage the West: due
to their geographical and geopolitical or historical and cultural specificity, they simply retain their own,
necessary handwriting in creating practical policies.

Thus, for sincere communication and real work without hypocrisy in inter-state relations (including
partner relations), it is necessary at least: (1) to understand clearly what our interests and the interests
of the other side are, (2) to be able to identify common priorities in light of the intersection of these interests,
and (3) to be able to say frankly what can be achieved together and what cannot.

Public optimism and behind-the-scenes pessimism?

The resumption of Russian aggression in Ukraine on February 24 last year is a test of the strength
of the connection between the publicly demonstrated huge practical efforts to defeat the aggressor,
on the one hand, and the subjects of these efforts, on the other hand. Today, this strength is assessed
in different ways, and it is not only about the position of countries that have not joined Western sanctions
or are in a "balancing" mode.

Here, indeed, the most important task is for the indestructible unity to rise before the flouting
of international law in the Russian neighborhood and, with a unified standard, unwavering will and result-
oriented actions, facilitate the full (rather than half) payment of one big "debt" — the removal of countries
caught in a geopolitical and security vacuum, from that vacuum.

And as for the aggressor, its main intention is to find and methodically deepen the cracks in the unity
directed at it; for it is testing the strength of generations accustomed to comfort after the Cold War, who
consider peace and stability in Europe an eternal given; by devaluing human life, it is trying to embarrass
the European "burgher," nurtured by "consumerism," and to disarm his will; Having failed to achieve quick
success on the battlefield, it switches to another tactic — the protracted, gradual escalation of military
conflict, and in this way, again by devaluing human life, tries to make the necessary changes in the rival’s
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psychological mindset. At the same time, under the autocracy of its own internal political system, the small
influence of public opinion (if it exists at all) does not create any obstacles for the aggressor to pursue
an expansionist policy. Time, according to its own calculation, is working for it and it will try to prolong
the conflict as long as possible precisely for the purpose of a gradual and final disintegration
of the said unity.

Solving the above problem is not easy, of course. First of all, one must believe that one can and will
do it, and that solving the problem in half, or postponing it, or stretching it out over a long period of time will
make the task much more difficult. Accordingly, the realization of publicly proclaimed goals requires
a political attitude grown on realism. Certain fluctuations in the mobilization of necessary attitudes occur
periodically. Several such examples can be found in the lines of the Euro-Atlantic Union, where attitudes
toward threats are sometimes explained by differences in their perception and evaluation. This, in turn, is
determined by geographical remoteness from the source of the threat, as well as historical ties with it and
the intensity of trade and economic contacts (influenced by political economy?). Moreover, even
in the mentioned context, recently we have been hearing about such "special cases" that require a separate
special consideration. For example, in the ranks of Republicans in the United States there are such attitudes
towards the war in Ukraine (whether at the level of the House of Representatives or in the context of the
presidential election of 2024) that often does not coincide with the course proclaimed by the occupants of the
White House — Democrats. Just recall the statement of one of the possible candidates of the Republican Party,
Ron DeSantis, who reduced the Russian-Ukrainian war to the category of a "territorial dispute".

The near future will show whether the system can adapt in time, finally get rid of hypocrisy and
properly readjust to the management of existing threats. After all, this, in addition to the future of international
security, is related to the national security of our country, its adequate setting up and appropriate adaptation
to current processes.

‘Notes for Georgia’

The resumption of Russian aggression in Ukraine definitively put an end not only to the post-1945
system of global security, but also to its variety, the post-Cold War structure. The international order has
turned into a "disorderly order" at worst, and a hybrid order at best. One symptom of this hybridity is
the attempt to create security blocs along regional lines (so-called "regional networking™). Probably a peculiar
echo of the same trend is the increasing number of countries pursuing a policy of "balancing" —
avoiding a clear stand on one side with regard to military conflict at the expense of greater coordination
at the regional level. The same trend explains the willingness of a major global actor such as the United States
to work not only with traditional allies, but also with amorphous "middle powers" to achieve short-
and medium-term goals.

In the current situation, official Tbilisi’s agenda for this stage should consider: (1) The final rejection
of the stereotype of seeing the world through an idealistic prism, (2) Searching for unconventional ways of
solving Georgia’s "more security"” issue in the emerging global "alternative order" together with the civilized
world, (3) Identifying experimental models in coordination with allies and partners and considering practical
aspects on an accelerated basis.

At the same time — to put an end to idealism — the Georgian side should bear in mind that any hegemon
will always be true to its nature; that a "big country” cannot be "ordinary" a priori, since this is the opposite
of its global hegemonic influence and essence. Therefore, the right combination of healthy interests,
coexistence with the dominant powers without hypocrisy and useless posturing, being in acceptable
"influences" is one of the prerequisites of our development.

Speaking of hegemony, let us note one caveat to better understand the essence of hegemony: while
"hegemony" refers to the reputational influence caused by soft power on its part and the understandable
attraction to it, "imperialism" refers to the imposition of one’s own influence on others by force.
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This is a fundamental difference that the Georgian side should keep in mind, which it should take
into account, sensibly and rationally.

Regarding the region, we believe that Georgia’s foreign policy should leave all possible and result-
oriented doors open. In the South Caucasus, the main focus should be on achieving "stability through trade".
We believe that such flexibility and pragmatism will make it easier for our country’s allies and partners
to better penetrate, engage and consolidate in the region: a region where the concept of "spheres of influence"
is still relevant and will remain so for the foreseeable future.

In short, the time has come for Georgian ultra-realistic, unsentimental policy. Under such a policy,
an action free of ideological clichés should be measured only by economically understandable benefits and
by relations acceptable in terms of security.

Considering the social consequences caused by imprisonment, prisons and other total institutions
cannot be considered only as formal institutions and analyzed only within a formal approach. Such
a formal and legal approach is too simplistic. In modern states, the prison is the most important
tool of social control combined with coercion. It continues to be part of the political, social,
economic, and moral order.

Traditional criminological and sociological approaches to the study of the phenomenon
of incarceration, a component of which is the existence of a prison subculture and an informal
hierarchy of prisoners, are based on the study of values, norms and elements of the social
structure (social roles, statuses, groups, etc.). However, at the center of the author’s approach is
the thesis that torture and inhuman treatment are an objective element of modern political
relations, an integral component of power relations, and at the same time a product of the spread
of panoptic discipline in the society of the 21st century.

Within the framework of the traditional view on the structure of relations in total institutions, two
different cultural and social worlds (prison officers and prisoners) develop independently of each
other and have contacts only on formally defined grounds.

However, in the context of this study, it should be emphasized: subcultural confrontation
in prisons not only does not exclude agreements between two social groups. On the contrary,
subcultural confrontation at the same time involves parallel cooperation for obtaining maximum
profits by both social groups, the consequence of which is the creation and maintenance

of an atmosphere of total violence in prisons.
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It is possible to make, as at first glance, a controversial conclusion: the phenomenon
of the prison subculture — at least in its modern manifestations — is not at all or mostly related
to the subculture as such. It is, first of all, about an organized system of repressive power and
at the same time a mechanism for extorting material values from representatives of the middle
and lower castes of the prison hierarchy. The organized system of repressive power and,
at the same time, the mechanism of extortion of material values are disguised as a simulacrum
of the prison subculture.

In the 21st century, the informal prison hierarchy is a fact that is recognized by the authorities
of all states where such a subculture acquires significant manifestations and significantly affects
a free society.

Prison subculture does not exist by itself. It exists within the limits of a cruel and rigid caste system,
which is also directly recognized by the governments of many European countries.

Prison subculture and the associated caste system do not exist in a vacuum, apart from the state
and its agents. Moreover, the prison subculture and the corresponding caste system in a particular
prison and at the level of the entire national prison system are the results of a contract between
the upper castes of the informal prisoners’ organization and agents of the state.

The external symbols of the prison subculture and the informal hierarchy of prisoners only mask
the true nature of this phenomenon, which is aimed at the organized and permanent extortion
of material values from prisoners by representatives of the upper castes, which takes place
with the direct assistance of the administration of penitentiary institutions, which, in the end, is
the ultimate beneficiary of such illegal distribution of material resources.

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The article examines the influence of a number of historical, civilizational, and geographical factors
on the peculiarities of the implementation of the Republic of Korea’s foreign policy. A significant
role is given to highlighting the projection of historical problems of cultural heritage, toponyms,
belonging of territories, and the desire to receive compensation for historical humiliations on
the current state of South Korea’s relations with the neighboring countries — the People’s Republic
of China and Japan. Currently, the growth of nationalism in South Korea is a significant driver which
has remarkably increased due to significant economic success. Seoul reacts extremely sharply
to any situation affecting the historical dimension of relations with Beijing and Tokyo, which can
even spill over into economic conflicts. The author emphasizes the decisive role of the historical
moment of demarcation of the Korean Peninsula during the Cold War in the implementation
of the current directions of Seoul’s foreign policy regarding relations with the USA, North Korea
and positioning in the global arms market. Attention is paid to the study of the influence
of geographical position in combination with security and economic factors on the peculiarities
of South Korea’s international behavior in the context of the intensifying rivalry between
the United States and China in the East Asian region. The one of key points is the geographical
location within the “First Islands Chain” that forces Seoul to implement the “balancing strategy”
in terms of the influence of the two most powerful geopolitical actors. In addition, the author
analyzes the influence of Confucian principles in the form of building a harmonious international
environment and solving the problem of “raising a face” in the eyes of the world community
on Seoul’s foreign policy initiatives.

Keywords: foreign policy of the Republic of Korea, geographical location of South Korea,
historical problems, Confucianism, historical and civilizational factors, rivalry between the United
States and China, relations between the Republic of Korea and Japan, relations between

the Republic of Korea and China.

Introduction. The development and implementation of the foreign policy of any country is carried out
under the influence of many factors and within that framework a specific political leadership implements
certain steps to ensure national interests, using the approach based on its own vision of tools for their
achievement and priority of foreign policy’s goals. Among the factors that permanently influence on
the foreign policy course, regardless of the ruling elite, it should be mentioned geographical determinants,
features of historical and cultural-civilizational development. Moreover, these factors are quite often closely
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interlaced with each other and meanwhile with other determinants. As a result this ultimately produces unique
effects on the international positioning of a specific state. From this point of view, one of the interesting case
studies is the Republic of Korea (ROK).

The purpose of research is to analyze the influence of historical, civilizational and geographical
factors on the foreign policy of the Republic of Korea.

Analysis of the latest publications. Noticeably, the problems of the Korean Peninsula and the foreign
policy of South Korea (SK) are permanently in the focus of scientific discussion by both domestic and foreign
researchers. In particular, it could be noted the works of Ukrainian scientists study various international
problems of the Korean Peninsula and, less often, the peculiarities of Seoul’s foreign policy: Rubel VV.A. (the
problem of belonging to the Liancourt Islands), Kang Den Sik (inter-Korean dialogue), Pogorelova 1.S.
(peculiarities of the US policy regarding the Korean Peninsula), Lossovsky I.E., Golovan O.O. (the issue of
the nuclear program of the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea (DPRK), L. Matlai (pragmatism in the
foreign policy of the ROK). Obviously, the spectrum of problems investigating by foreign analysts is wider.
A characteristic point is a detailed analysis of the actual features of South Korean foreign policy. In particular,
Nilsson-Wrigh J. and Yu Jie study the policy of the ROK in the context of the balance between the influence
of the PRC and the USA, Botto K. analyzes Seoul’s “New South Policy” towards the countries of Southeast
Asia and India. The situation descripted above dictates the need to promote domestic research related to the
foreign policy of SK.

Main results of the research. The historical legacy causes a significant number of problems in the
Republic of Korea’s relations with neighboring countries, which from time to time appear on Seoul’s foreign
policy agenda. A characteristic phenomenon is that quite often aggravation in relations with neighboring
countries, which arise under various pretexts, in reality have their origins in issues of many years ago.

The diplomatic conflict between the Republic of Korea and the People’s Republic of China (PRC) over
the right to be the first in the production of sauerkraut — kimchi, a dish that is considered one of the labels of
Korean gastronomy. The conflict erupted in 2020 when Beijing received international certification for a dish
of spicy pickled vegetables — pao cai, which is traditionally made in Sichuan province®.

This situation became an illustration of the growing level of nationalism in both countries in relation
to each other, which is caused by the common history and the specifics of the economic development of the
sides. On the one hand, the “battle for kimchi” showed China’s desire for cultural superiority over Korea,
based on Korea’s long period of vassalage to the Celestial Empire. On the other hand, the historical position
of the vassal began to radically differ from the reality of the peculiarities of economic development in the
second half of the 20th century, when SK was ahead of the former suzerain in terms of the level of technical
development and the social-economical conditions of the population. This led to the formation in the
collective consciousness of South Koreans even a somewhat contemptuous attitude toward the PRC,
especially regarding the fact that in the 1990s Chinese guest workers came to the ROK to earn money while
China was seen mostly as a market for Korean products?.

In addition, this was simultaneously combined with the rooting in the public consciousness of SK a
negative view of Beijing, given the participation of 1 million Chinese volunteers on the side of the DPRK
during the Korean War and the support of the totalitarian regime there up to this day.

It should also be noted that the economic success of the ROK has significantly strengthened
nationalistic sentiments among the population and the establishment, which increasingly harshly perceives
any attempts, including by China, to interpret history.

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It should also be underlined that the economic success of the ROK has significantly strengthened
nationalistic sentiments among the population and the establishment. Therefore Seoul harshly perceives any
attempts, including by China, to interpret history.

The next vivid example is the negative legacy of historical relations with another neighbor — Japan.
Interestingly, that previously mentioned period of vassalage in relation to the Celestial Empire ended thanks
precisely to the militaristic activity of the Land of the Rising Sun in the second half of the 19th century.
Moreover, this point became an impetus for the national self-identification of Koreans in relation
to Chinese influence.

Nevertheless, the period of Japanese occupation of the Korean Peninsula (1910-1945) is considered
an incomparably negative moment in history than relations with imperial China, because it was accompanied
by socio-economic exploitation and national-cultural humiliation of the Korean people. Insults and crimes
committed by the Japanese remain a determining factor in the conflict potential of bilateral relations.

A Kkey sticking point is the widespread perception among South Koreans that Japanese officials are
trying to reduce the level of Tokyo’s crimes during the occupation, and the lack of a real apology
from the Japanese side. A special place is played by the problem of “comfort women”, that concerns Korean
women who were forced to provide sexual services to Japanese soldiers during the years of occupation.
Notably, after several decades of discussions, an agreement was reached between the sides in 2015,
according to what Tokyo pledged to pay approximately $8.3 million to the South Korean fund for victims
of sexual slavery™.

However, actually, this problem has not disappeared from the agenda. The reason is the already
mentioned factor of the growth of nationalism in the ROK. A trigger for the aggravation of relations was
the resolution of the Supreme Court of South Korea in 2018 that Japanese firms must compensate South
Koreans for forced labor during the Japanese occupation which de facto offset the agreement of 20152
The legal conflict spilled over into the economic sphere, where Japan responded by imposing restrictions
on the export of extremely important materials needed for the production of electronic chips. In the future,
the sides managed to exclude each other from the so-called “white lists” of partners, which give the ability
to freely buy high-tech products, used mutual boycott of goods and even nationalization of enterprises.
What’s more, the conflict even threatened the Intelligence Sharing Agreement, prompting the US to intervene
into the controversy?.

Thus, the historical heritage remains an important determinant of relations between the ROK
and Japan. Moreover, this largely determines the fact that, despite each side has a military alliance
with the United States, as well as common security threats from the PRC and North Korea, are members
of the broad format of the “collective West”, the trilateral format of the military alliance has not been
established. At the same time, relations with Washington play the role of a mitigating factor in Korean-
Japanese controversies.

Another example of contradictions based on the period of Japanese occupation concerns the name
of the water area that washes the eastern coast of the Korean Peninsula and is surrounded on the other sides
by the Japanese islands, Sakhalin Island. All countries of the world call the water area the “Sea of Japan”,

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but both Koreas names it — the “East Sea. The explanation that the world uses the Japanese version is that
Tokyo managed to gain international recognition due to the geographical limitation of the oceans and seas,
which was implemented by the League of Nations in 19282,

Moreover, there is a territorial dispute between the sides over the Liancourt Islands (the western
version of the name), which Tokyo declared its territory in 1905, but amid postwar restrictions on Japan,
Seoul declared sovereignty over the islands in 19523 Such step even led to force actions between
the sides in the following years in the form of damaging Japanese ships and detaining fishermen.
The issue remains unresolved and has provoked occasional aggravation between the sides at the level
of diplomatic protests over demarches, such as the depiction of islands next to the Korean peninsula
on dessert at the meeting between the South Korean President Moon Jae-in with the North Korean leader
Kim Jong-un in 2018 or the inclusion of the Liankur Islands to the status of “disputed territories”
in the “White Paper” of Japan in 2021%.

However, it should be emphasized that a significant role in a motivation of the Japanese aggression, as
well as in a number of other historical examples, was played by the uniqueness of the transitional — from the
continental to the island part of East Asia — geographical position of the Korean Peninsula, which was
considered, for example, by the Japanese as a springboard for advancing on Manchuria and Northeast China.
The factor of geographical position significantly influenced the formation of the geopolitical worldview of the
South Korean establishment in the aspect of a need to create and implement an effective “survival strategy”
under the conditions of the geopolitical environment determined by an influence more powerful actors.

The geographical position of the connecting link between the main Far Eastern massif of land and sea
water areas in the 20th century was again manifested in the conditions of geopolitical and ideological
confrontation between the USA, the leader of the democratic camp and representative of the “sea power”
countries, and the USSR — the leader of the socialist camp and a “land power” type state . The projection of
the confrontation of these two powers manifested itself in the appearance of two on the peninsula — the ROK
and the DPRK, based on opposite political and economic principles. Currently, this is shaped in an extremely
important vector of Seoul’s foreign policy — relations with Pyongyang, where the issue of the DPRK’s nuclear
missile program and the problem of unifying the Korean people are on the agenda.

The North Korean vector caused, for example, the announcement and implementation of initiatives
aimed at reducing tension on the peninsula through diplomatic means such as holding inter-Korean summits,
participation in the Six-Party Mechanism for the Regulation of North Korea’s Nuclear Program, which
includes the USA, the PRC, Japan and the Russian Federation.

In this context, the Sunshine Policy that was in effect in 1998-2007 deserves attention. As part of this
initiative, the DPRK received a variety of humanitarian aid, tourist tours from the ROK to the Kamsangan
Mountains were organized, and the Kaesong Industrial Region was established where South Korean
companies employed tens of thousands of northerners. It is clear that this created foreign currency flows to
Pyongyang which were used to continue nuclear missile build-up, leading to Seoul’s frustration and
curtailment of the initiative.

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However, in addition to diplomatic initiatives, the threat from Pyongyang means that the military
alliance with the United States is an indispensable point of Seoul’s foreign policy strategy, especially taking
into account the strengthening of the “Chinese factor”. Seoul continues to actively support military
cooperation with Washington, which is realized in the coordination of interstate military dialogue in various
aspects, the holding of joint military exercises and the purchase of American weapons.

At the same time, security challenges cause Seoul to systematically take care of defense capability
issues and as a result the ROK is among the top 10 world countries in terms of military expenditures®.
Moreover, such appropriations require additional revenues. Thus, an interesting consequence of this point
was that SK is also among the top 10 world arms exporters according to Stockholm International Peace
Research Institute (SIPRI) estimates?. The logic is lying in the point that in the context of the military
modernization the export of weapons is an important source of finance for the implementation of this task,
including a contribution to the continuation of the technological improvement of weapons.

However, the mentioned problems are the object of interest not only of the South Korean leadership,
but also as a tool in the game of the most powerful global actors — the USA and China. Nevertheless, the
logic of the geopolitical dichotomy of confrontation between “land and sea” powers can also be seen in their
rivalry, where the role of a continental power that seeks to prevent the blocking of its potential in the coastal
sea area, on which the USA is actively concentrating its efforts, is already played by China.

The territory of the ROK is adjacent from the mainland to the “First Islands Chain” (Japan, Taiwan,
the Philippines, the island of Borneo, the Strait of Malacca) — the front line of the military and strategic
containment of China’s ambitions from the American side. The PRC is purposefully building up its naval and
air forces in order to weaken Washington’s operational military capabilities, which consist in maintaining
military infrastructure in this area. Moreover, the value of control over the East Asian region is increasing
for both superpowers, given the fact that economic powers of a global nature are located in it. In this context,
the importance of the position of the Korean Peninsula increases even more.

Concerning the problem of the unification of the Korean people, none of the superpowers is interested
in this, because it leads to the possible emergence of a new geopolitical player in the form of a united Korea.
Moreover, it will lead to the loss of many points of influence on the situation on the Korean Peninsula, which
Beijing and Washington use to strengthen their positions in the regional situation. It should be taken into
account that Beijing is a “lifeline” from an economic point of view for the North Korean regime and,
accordingly, has the greatest opportunities to influence on Pyongyang’ policy. This allows China to use North
Korea’s “nuclear-missile blackmail” to create additional problems for the US and its regional allies in East
Asia. Beijing’s current approach to the DPRK’s nuclear missile program is based on an emphasizing
of the preservation of the status quo, i.e. the situation when the North’s nuclear capabilities nullify Seoul’s
advantage in conventional weapons®.

Meanwhile, Washington is using this threat to increase its value for both South Korea and Japan, and
to argue for the deployment of additional military infrastructure in the region in the form of the Terminal
High Altitude Area Defense (THAAD) missile defense battery®. However, despite official declarations,
the primary goal is to create additional military leverage to contain China near its borders. From this point

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of view, once again, the geographical position of the ROK plays a role, but in terms of military strategy,
namely its proximity to the capital of China — Beijing. Accordingly, the placement of the American anti-
missile system allows to significantly influence the strategically important region of the PRC. Continuing
the military logic, it should be added that SK represents a significant value for the United States in view
as the location of the deployment of a fairly large American contingent of 28,500, and at the same time it is
the only opportunity for Washington to deploy its troops on the continental part of East Asia. The Chinese
leadership, in turn, managed to put economic pressure on the ROK, which had a significant effect in the form
of the refusal of the Korean leadership to place additional batteries of the THAAM system. This is explained
by the high level of dependence on economic cooperation with China, which is the largest trading partner
for Seoul.

The above-mentioned points outline some frameworks of the “survival strategy” of the ROK
in the conditions of the influence and growing confrontation of geopolitical heavyweights, the essence
of which is balancing between their interests: Seoul avoids critics on China in matters that do not affect
directly SK — human rights violations, Taiwan, territorial disputes in the South China Sea?. Also, Seoul did
not join the anti-Chinese QUAD format, also in order do not irritate Beijing. While, the strengthening
of cooperation with the USA, including in the military sphere, continues, but without special emphasis,
because do not provoke a reaction from Beijing.

It is interesting that this kind of balancing strategy corresponds to the principles of Confucian ethics,
where a significant role is given to the search for stability and harmony and the active use of the principle
of consensus — the principles of social behavior that are deeply rooted in Korean society.

Moreover, the historical logic of survival in the form of balancing show itself in the delineation of new
priorities in foreign policy. Thus, during the presidency of Moon Jae-in in 2017, a new vector for realizing
Seoul’s foreign interests was officially announced — the “New Southern Policy” (NSP), the essence of which
is to deepen economic, political, socio-cultural cooperation with the ASEAN countries and India to the level
of relations with the four great powers — the USA , China, Japan and Russia®. But it is quite obvious that the
strategic intention of the NSP is to find factors of economic and strategic leverage in conditions of increasing
uncertainty due to the growth of competition between the largest economic partner and the military-political
ally of the ROK.

In addition to the trend of searching for harmonious ways of development, Confucian ethics shows
itself in the high value in East Asian culture of the role of preserving the person’s face in the eyes
of the surrounding society. Nevertheless, this value is actively projected on the conceptual and practical
dimension of the foreign policy of SK. The problem of the need to “save face” is appeared in the dissonance
of the ROK international positioning, where the concept of “middle power” plays a leading role. It should be
noted that this term is quite flexible in use, which allows the leadership of South Korea to maneuver in terms
of international positioning. This is due to the fact that the ROK is one of the world’s powerful economies,
but its political weight remains small.

The problem of an insignificant political status arises from the already mentioned factor of cross-
influence of the military-strategic alliance with the USA and the economic dependence and neighborhood
with China. In order to raise “your face” in the eyes of the world community, during the presidency

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of Lee Myung-bak, the concept of “Global Korea” was put forward, the purpose of which, according
to researchers, is to translate Korea’s economic clout into political'. The South Korean leadership sought
to realize this intention by activating a number of activities that would have a global scale: G20, participation
in UN peacekeeping operations, providing foreign development aid, promoting the model of “Green Growth”.
However, at the same time, the strengthening of relations with the great powers remained among
the priorities. As a result, the outlined combination of activities became the basis for the “New Asia
Initiative”, within the framework of which the ROK positioned its role as a bridge that connects world powers
and Asian countries.

However, it cannot be ignored that Seoul’s current international economic positions and state
development were a key historical turning point due the cooperation with the USA and entering
the democratic camp, and at the same time the influence of Confucianism. It must be taken into consideration
that Seoul received various types of support from the US? in the context of the so-called confrontation
of “two showcases”, the essence of which is the desire of the democratic and socialist camps to demonstrate
the success of their socio-economic models, especially in the context of divided nations, especially,
on the examples of the Korean and German peoples. Along with this, one of the important roles was played
by the factor of influence of the virtues of the Chinese Confucian traditions — conscientious performance of
duties, striving for perfectionism and the Confucian vision that a person who is unsuccessful in social and
economic terms does not have a blessing from above, which is strongly reflected in the current economic
activity of Korean citizens. Of course, these moments were reflected in the role of human capital, which
apparently became one of the main resources of the Korean economic miracle, considering the fact that the
ROK is extremely poor in natural resources. However, the geographical factor of resource poverty determined
that the Korean economy is oriented towards manufacturing and high-tech industries, the products of which
are exported and at the same time are characterized by high quality.

However, the problem of dependence on the import of raw materials, especially oil and gas, leaves its
mark on some aspects of the SK foreign policy. It should be taken into account that Seoul is too dependent,
first of all, on supplies from the Middle East region®. Accordingly, the problem of diversification of suppliers
arises, in the context of which imports also come from the USA, Kazakhstan and Russia. At the same time,
the Russian energetic resources account for about 9 percent of all South Korea’s fossil fuels import.

Of course, the factor of entering the broad format of the collective West influenced the fact that
the ROK joined the sanctions against the Kremlin against the background of full-scale war against Ukraine,
in particular, in the sphere of banking operations and investments. However, the problem of ensuring energy
security caused Seoul, along with Tokyo, despite supporting the sanctions, continues to purchase Russian
energy resources. The explanation of the South Korean side is that despite alternative partners in the form
of Saudi Arabia, the USA and Qatar, these countries cannot quickly increase supplies to close the gap
in Russian imports. In addition, it should be taken into account that in 2022 the economy felt the negative
impact of rising electricity prices and inflation, which pushes South Korean companies to continue
cooperating with the Kremlin®.

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Moreover, Seoul continues to refuse to supply lethal weapons to Ukraine. And only under the pressure
of the growing value of cooperation with Washington, Seoul agreed to the US artillery shells in order to send
them to Ukraine®. In such position plays rile that Seoul believes that Moscow remains an important player
in the North Korean problem. Another important factor is the position of Beijing, whose experts warned
of negative consequences for the SK in the event of a significant shift towards Washington’s initiatives?.
Nevertheless, along with the challenges, Russia’s war against Ukraine can become a favorable moment
for Seoul to realize the goal of increasing its status in the eyes of the international community.

Conclusions. The role of the historical component is determined largely by the geographical location
what means the influence of the neighborhood with certain countries. For the ROK, an important role is
played by the historical heritage in relations with the PRC and Japan, which is marked by the predominance
of negative moments and images from Seoul. Currently, the growth of nationalism in SK is a significant
driver which has remarkably increased due to significant economic success. In practice, Seoul reacts
extremely sharply to any situation affecting the historical dimension of relations with Beijing and Tokyo,
which can even spill over into economic conflicts. The most striking point is the issue of “comfort women”
in Korean-Japanese relations, which has led to a trade war between the sides.

The historical moment of the division of the Korean Peninsula became the starting point for the
establishment and development of the modern Republic of Korea. Now this point continues to determine not
only the SK’s role in the global economy, but also the existence of a military alliance with the United States,
which shows a tendency to strengthen in view, firstly, of the threat from Pyongyang, and the actual problem
of relations with the DPRK, which appears itself in the implementation of initiatives for a diplomatic
settlement, for example, the Sunshine Policy, and meanwhile building up the military potential of the ROK,
the result of which was the transformation of Seoul into one of the world’s largest arms exporters.

The geographical factor in the form of dependence on the supply of energy resources continues
to determine foreign policy, in particular, this has currently influenced the refusal of Seoul to provide Ukraine
with lethal weapons and the continuation of purchasing Russian hydrocarbons, despite the official accession
to sanctions against the Kremlin.

Nevertheless, along with the ideological moment of joining the collective West, the transitional
geographical position of the ROK at the junction of the Eurasian massif and at the same time
the neighborhood with the continental power of the PRC, which seeks to avoid “blocking from the sea”
by the naval power of the United States in the “first islands chain”, lead to a situation when Seoul has to
implement “balancing strategy” between the influence of more powerful geopolitical players, whose interest
in strengthening influence on the South is growing more and more. In practice, this shows itself in the fact
that, despite increasing cooperation with the USA, Seoul avoids sharp attacks on Beijing, for example,
in matters of claims to Taiwan or the waters of the South China Sea.

At the same time, the ROK experienced a significant historical and civilizational influence from
the Celestial Empire, in particular, in the form of the spread of Confucian values, which deeply penetrated
the political culture. This concerns the principles of seeking harmony and the desire to “save face”, which
has shown in the Republic of Korea’s desire to balance the influence of the US and the PRC through
the implementation of the “Global Korea” and NPP initiatives, which aim to strengthen the international
positioning of SK as a “middle power”.

While preparing illustrations authors should take into account that colour printing
is not available in the Journal.

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RULES AND EXAMPLES OF REFERENCING
ACCORDING TO APA-STYLE REQUIREMENTS

General rules:

Bibliographic descriptions of sources and literature in footnotes and transliterated list of sources
(references) should be arranged in accordance with the agreements of the American Psychological
Association (APA). Below are examples of how to arrange the most common bibliographic sources.
For more information see: http://www.apastyle.org

When arranging bibliographic descriptions of sources and literature it is necessary to consider regular
and cursive (Italic) text fonts, as well as the sequence of elements in a reference.

Footnotes should be provided in the original language of a source to which you refer, that is, they are not
translated or transliterated. Quotes within the article should be provided in the language of the article.

References at the end of the article should be Latinized. When making bibliographic references to
Cyrillic (including Ukrainian and Russian) articles, published in journals and almanacs, we strongly
recommend the following structure of references:

— Name of author/authors (transliterated);

— original title of the article transliterated by Latin symbols and its English translation in square
brackets [ ];

— original title of the source transliterated by Latin symbols and its English translation in square
brackets [ ];

— publisher's imprint information in English.

In References, when indicating a city of publication both in English and Cyrillic sources, the name
of the city should be given in English, while the name of the publishing house should be transliterated.

For automatic transliteration of Cyrillic sources, you can use the following resources
http://www.translit.ru — for sources in Russian; and http://www.slovnyk.ua/services/translit.php —
for sources in Ukrainian.

When arranging references on website materials, a reference should include author’s name, title of the
page, name of the site (typed in Italic font), site address <URL>, marked by <> symbols, and, if possible,
the date when this page was last browsed (in round brackets). The month is provided in the language of the
article.

For your convenience, below you can see examples of arranging bibliographic descriptions of sources
and literature organized by source type; each one is given in two formats sequentially: the first one is
the footnote example; the second is the example of arranging the same source in References.
