The article is devoted to the study of «unofficial» diplomacy as a technology for solving
international conflicts. Since official diplomacy quite often demonstrates its limitations and
inability to achieve goals, «unofficial» technologies are increasingly being used in addition.

Using the structural-functional method, the article defines the goals of «unofficial» diplomacy
within the framework of interstate relations and the role of the «third party» within the
framework of «unofficial» diplomacy itself. By «third party» in the article, we mean an
organization, person or group of persons that organizes the dialogue between conflicting parties
and facilitates their communication and interaction. Their main task is to find options for solving
the problem, which must then be brought to the official policymakers.

Involvement of a «third party» was also used in the settlement of conflicts that took place in the
post-Soviet space. We see separate examples of such involvement in efforts to settle the Russian-
Ukrainian war. However, they did not produce the expected results. The reasons for this are not
the inadequacy of the technology as a whole, but the imperfection of its individual components.
Therefore, in the framework of the article, we describe what roles a «third party» can play and
what requirements it must meet in order for its participation in the settlement to be successful.
The article describes options for the participation of a «third party» in the framework of
«unofficial» diplomacy — as a professional in this matter, specializing in solving such tasks, or as
individuals or structures with personal authority and relevant skills and experience. It was
determined that in order to effectively fulfill its goals, the «third party» should perform the role
of «repository of trust» for the participants in the conflict and carry out «intervention» in the
interaction of the parties.

The researchers of this approach have determined the requirements for the «third party», the
competencies that it should possess, and this is where the prospects for further research in this
area lie.
